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States of Accreditation, 2009 
 

 

Accredited by CAAM-HP for a period of 5 – 7 years 

This status is granted to an Established or Newly Developed School that meets the education 

standards of CAAM-HP and is expected by its governance, administration and education 

programmes to maintain those standards for a period of 5 to 7 years i.e. one year plus the length 

of the degree programme.  

   

CAAM-HP will receive and examine annual reports from these schools and determine what 

further accreditation examination is required after the period for which the school is accredited. 

 

 

Initial Provisional Accreditation by CAAM-HP as a New Developing School for 

a period of 4 to 6 years 
 

This status is granted to New Developing Schools for a minimum four-year period. The school 

must satisfy CAAM-HP that the proposed education programme, staff and facilities, are adequate 

to carry out the proposed programme.  The proposed programme of governance, administration 

and education would be monitored on a yearly basis and have been judged by CAAM-HP to be 

sufficient for the school on graduation of its charter class to meet the standards of CAAM-HP. 

 

At the graduation of its charter class the school should normally be eligible to be granted 

accredited status with or without conditions.  

 

CAAM-HP in monitoring the implementation of the developing programme may make a 

determination if the standards are not being met to extend the initial provisional accreditation 

status; put the programme on probation; or withdraw the initial provisional accreditation status. 

 

 

Accredited with Conditions by CAAM-HP for a period of 2-4 years 

This status is granted to An Established or Newly Developed School that meets most of the 

education standards of CAAM-HP, but is judged to be non-compliant with some non-critical 

standards that CAAM-HP has judged can be corrected in a period of less than 4 years.  In 

granting this status CAAM-HP will detail to the administration of the school what the 

deficiencies are, and the period of time in which the school is expected to become compliant in 

correcting the stated deficiencies. 

 

The conditions may include the graduates of the school taking an approved licensing 

examination for practise in CARICOM countries. (In medicine - CAMCE; USLME 1, 2, and 3; 

or PLAB certification) 
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CAAM-HP on receiving a report from the school in the prescribed time will determine what 

further accreditation examination will be done.  The school may be granted full accreditation 

status without further examination, or may be required to go through a partial or a full survey 

before a determination of its accreditation status is made. 

 

 

Provisionally Accredited by CAAM-HP for a period of 2-4 years 

This status is granted to an Established School that meets most of the educational standards of 

CAAM-HP but has some critical deficiencies in governance, administration or programming 

that jeopardises or could jeopardise the educational attainment of the students. CAAM-HP will 

detail the deficiencies to the school and it is expected that the deficiencies will be corrected in 2 

years or less. 

 

CAAM-HP in granting this status will recommend to licensing bodies in CARICOM that 

graduates of the school take an approved licensing examination (In medicine - CAMCE; 

USLME 1, 2, and 3; or PLAB certification). 

 

On receipt of reports, or after a survey visit, if it is determined that the critical deficiencies have 

been met, the school may be granted Accreditation status with or without Conditions.  

 

 

Accreditation on Probation by CAAM-HP for a period of 1-2 years 

This status may be granted by CAAM-HP to those schools which have been granted Initial 

Provisional Accreditation or Provisionally Accredited status and have not become compliant, or 

made progress towards compliance, with the critical standards determined by CAAM-HP and 

notified to the school.  In making this determination CAAM-HP would rely on the submitted 

reports of the school as well as the report of a partial or full survey visit to the school. 

 

CAAM-HP in determining this status will recommend to licensing bodies in CARICOM that 

graduates of the school take an approved licensing examination (In medicine - CAMCE; 

USLME 1, 2, and 3; or PLAB certification). 

 

CAAM-HP in determining this status would give a further period of not more than 2 years in 

which the school has the opportunity to demonstrate compliance with the deficiencies.  After this 

period a further examination of the schools programs will be made by a partial or full survey 

visit.  

 

After the report of the survey visit is made CAAM-HP would determine whether the previous 

accreditation status will be restored (and for how long) or if accreditation is withdrawn.  

 

 

Accreditation Withdrawn by CAAM-HP 

This determination may be applied to schools which have been accorded Initial Provisional 

Accreditation or which are Accredited on Probation and have failed to address the critical 
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deficiencies in standards notified to them in writing by CAAM-HP.  Such a determination would 

be made after receiving reports from the school and /or a report from a visit of a survey team. 

CAAM-HP may also make a determination to withdraw the accreditation status of schools that 

have ceased to operate, or from schools that fail to respond to enquiries made by CAAM-HP.  

 

Those graduates who were in the school at the time that the determination to withdraw the 

accreditation was made must take an approved licensing examination for practice in CARICOM 

countries (In medicine - CAMCE; USLME 1, 2, and 3; or PLAB certification). 

 

CAAM-HP in determining that the accreditation status of a school be withdrawn will 

recommend to licensing bodies in CARICOM that graduates of the school who entered the 

school after the date on which the determination to withdraw was made, be not granted a licence 

to practice in their countries.  

 

Not Accredited by CAAM-HP 

This status may apply to a New Developing School or an Established School which has not met 

the critical standards of CAAM-HP.  This determination will be made on the programmes and 

reports presented to CAAM-HP at the initial accreditation request, or after a full survey visit.  

 

 

NOTE: Difference between ‘New Developing Schools’ and ‘Newly Developed Schools’ 

 

New Developing Schools: refers to schools we are accrediting right from their inception, for 

example, Saint James School of Medicine (SJSM) in Anguilla and the All American 

International of Medical Sciences (AAIMS) in Jamaica. 

 

Newly Developed Schools: refers to a school which has got to the stage of producing graduates 

for 1 or 2 years but has not had any recognised accreditation process; it could also apply to a new 

school within an old established and accredited school, for example the University of the West 

Indies (UWI) Cave Hill programme.
